“When I began driving the gravel road down along Rock Creek on my way to The Ranch, and 
got to see its meadows and mountains firsthand, I immediately knew this place had something 
different, something truly original to introduce to even veteran travelers,” he recalls. 
 
“The chance to offer remarkably upscale amenities in a smaller-scale setting—compared to 
what most of us have experienced on the coasts, for example—was impossible to resist.” 
Griffon also saw right away that the owners were committed to quality, and ‘doing it right’ 
from the start. “It’s a place built on passion, not numbers.” 
 
While Griffon will be charged with helping to shape every aspect of The Ranch at Rock Creek, 
he’s quick to point out that it’s really not about him. 
 
“I’m very much looking forward to sharing our scenery, our staff, our activities and our 
amenities with guests—because I think they’re really going to be amazed at what we have 
going on way out here in the mountains of Montana.”
